Purpose

The purpose of this SOG is to provide a guideline for the operation of the Anson Fire Repeater channel.
2.
Scope

This guideline is designed to provide the basic practices and procedures for operating on the Anson Fire Dispatch and Direct channels.
 3.
Anson Fire Dispatch (repeater channel)
The dispatch channel is designed to be used for radio traffic prior to arrival on scene including the size up. It is designed to assist with keeping all responding unit aware of what is going on. To make this channel effective it is necessary for the first arriving unit to give a good scene size up. Once command is established arriving units should check on the scene and switch to Anson Fire Direct.

Anson Fire Direct (without repeater)
The direct channel is the designed to be used by all personnel upon arrival except for the incident commander. This channel operates the same as Anson Fire Dispatch except it does not go through the repeater and is not monitored by dispatch. All radio traffic on the dispatch channel can be heard on this channel. This means you will still hear all radio traffic but you will only be heard by units on or near the scene.
5.
Radio Traffic on Anson Fire Dispatch

All radio traffic on Anson Fire Dispatch will be heard throughout the county. The dispatch channel should be used for all priority radio traffic that relates to the emergency call. If possible Anson Fire Direct and private channels should be used for all other traffic. By minimizing the radio traffic this will free up the dispatch channel for more calls.
6.
Checking En-route 

Automatic Aid is great tool in helping ensure that adequate apparatus and manpower on scene. But it can cause communications problems with all the units checking en-route.

To help minimize radio traffic each department should try to have only the first 4 officers 
or firefighters check en-route.
